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Summary of Suitable Person Rules
There is a lot of reporting and recording needed to manage an indirect payment. You may feel that you don’t want to do this and you may want to choose someone to do it for you (a named [nominated] person). 
You will have a support plan which will say how you want your personal budget to be used, the person you have chosen (the named person) will arrange the care, make sure that the care is paid for and keep records about the payments.
You should choose a nominated person who will manage the payments properly.
If you have an official representative (for example someone who has be chosen for you by the courts) then that person will be asked first to manage the indirect payment.

If you do not have an official representative, and you are not able to choose someone yourself, the suitable person rules and checklist will be used to help to pick a nominated person.

The checklist lets you know some of the things that need to be looked at when choosing a nominated person.

It is very important that the nominated person:
· Is over 18

· Is someone you don’t pay to care for you

· Has not stolen money from you or someone else before

· Understands what they have to do

· Wants to work with you and the Council

· Lets you to keep in touch with other people who love and support you

· Helps you to make your own decisions

· Thinks your views are important

· Wants to do what’s best for you

It can also be important that they are someone who:
· Has known you for a long time

· Has helped and supported you before

· Has not hurt you or someone else before

· You like and trust

· Helps you because they want to not because they get money or something else from you.

· Looks after themselves well
