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Agreeing to a financial assessment
Unlike NHS health care, adult social care is not free. Most people pay for some or all of their care and support. We use the information you provide about your finances to work out what, if anything, you’ll need to pay.
If you have eligible needs for care and support, we’ll need to see details of your income, savings and assets so we can work out what you can afford to pay towards the cost of your care and support, and what the Council will pay. This is called a financial assessment.
If the financial assessment shows that you need to pay for some or all of your care and support, you will need to pay from the date your care and support starts.
If you choose not to give us the information we need to complete a financial assessment, or if we have assessed you as not having eligible needs under the Care Act 2014, you will need to pay the full cost of your care and support.
We recommend you get independent financial information and advice from a regulated financial adviser. We can give you more information about this if you need it.
We need you to complete this form to tell us whether you are happy for us to complete a financial assessment.

If you have been legally appointed to deal with the person’s finances (either an Enduring or Lasting power of attorney for property and affairs or Court of Protection Deputyship) please complete this form on their behalf and provide your details too.
We will make sure you are involved in the financial assessment. We will need copies of any registered Enduring power of attorney, Lasting power of attorney or deputyship for property and affairs if a person has lost their mental capacity to make financial decisions.
