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GUIDANCE NOTES
1. The applicant is the person on whose behalf the work is being carried out e.g. the buildings’ owner.
2. This application form should be submitted with one set of plans in PDF format via an email to building.control@doncaster.gov.uk or by post to Building Control, Doncaster Council, Civic Office, Waterdale, Doncaster, DN1 3BU.
3. A Full Plans Application attracts charges payable by the person by whom or on whose behalf the work is to be carried out. Charges are payable on deposit of plans which is either by a Debit Card or by a Cheque (details of which are on the top of the main application form). A second charge may be payable after the first site inspection of work if not paid at the time of the application. This charge, if applicable, is a single payment which covers all inspections which may be necessary until the work is satisfactorily completed. Additional charges will apply where work is dormant or the Council not notified of completion of the work as noted on the Fee Guidance note.
4. Where the proposals involve the erection of a Building or extension over or near a drain or sewer identified as a Public Sewer then the Applicant may be required to enter into a “Building Over” agreement with the appropriate Water Authority.
5. Local Authority Building Control (LABC) Service provides National Type Approval for a range of building types, building systems and major building elements where they are used repeatedly. If the work proposed or any part of it is subject to LABC Type approval please contact the office prior to submission. If there is any variation in this proposal from that shown on the approved plans attention should be drawn to it in a covering letter. Further details are available from Doncaster Building Control 
6. Section 16 of the Building Act 1984 provides for the passing of plans subject to conditions. The conditions may specify modifications to the deposited plans and/or that further plans shall be deposited.
7. These notes are for general guidance only, particulars regarding the deposit of plans are contained in Regulation 14 of the Building Regulations 2010 and in respect of fees, in the Building (Local Authority Charges) Regulations 2010.
8. Persons proposing to carry out building work or make a material change of use of a building are reminded that permission may be required under the Town and Country Planning Acts. For enquiries telephone 01302 736000.
9. Additional inspections of notifiable work will be required for which an additional charge, detailed in Schedule 2 Table B of the Building Control charges information will be made. This will NOT be required if the work is undertaken by an installer registered with a Competent Person Scheme.
      Notifiable Electrical Work exclude :
a) Repairs, replacements and maintenance work.
b) Extra power points, lighting points or other alterations to existing circuits except those in kitchen, bathroom or outdoors.

10. A Full Plans Application shall cease to have effect three years after deposit to the Local Authority unless the work has been commenced before the expiry of that period, in accordance with Section 32 of the Building Act 1984.
